� Tunisia entered a general declaration indicating it would not be bound by the Convention to the extent that it conflicts with any provision in Chapter I of the Tunisian Constitution.  Chapter I, Article I thereof declares Islam to be the State religion but does not indicate the influence Islam has over domestic or international laws.  As Tunisia’s general declaration at best creates confusion as to the obligations it is subjecting itself to under the Convention, I indicate its statement to be a general reservation despite the fact that Tunisia separately makes several reservations to explicit Articles of the Convention.
